Meeting was called to order by Pres. Jack Shuler at 7:00 PM
Quorum was obtained with 4 Board members present. All in attendance were welcomed.

President Jack recommended we start the business of the meeting with the New Business involving the guest at the meeting.


The Blankenbecklers were given the floor to discuss their proposal to build a barn approximately 45’ X 71’ at 9710 Tanglewood.  The proposed building will have a 16’8” high roof.  Cleary Building Corp. will be the contractor. The proposed barn will have metal roof and metal siding which will require a variance. The Environmental Chair scheduled a site visit before approval.  
Blair Wyles presented plans to install a solar system on his barn and house at 2337 Meadow Green Cir.  Motion by Tammy to approve. Motion carried. Jack will send an approval letter for the county permit requirement.

Tim Pickles presented plan to build a house and barn on lot 123, 2100 Deerpath Trail.  The house plans comply with BHOA covenant restrictions. Due to the elevation of the lot, the placement of the buildings will need to be located on the very (back) east side of the lot.  The home will be one story, approximately 3300 sq. ft. with no basement.  The house exterior will be stucco and stone in brown tones with an asphalt shingles.  It will be located approximately 100 feet from the back of the lot.  The barn will have metal roof and siding and be approximately 30 feet from the back and side of the lot. The barn will be located to the south of the home.  The metal siding will require a variance.  Motion by Tammy approve the house plans. Motion carried.  A variance will be required for the metal siding on the barn.

On November 28, 2018, Kaye Wilcox, John Edwards and Jack Shuler met with VF Law to discuss questions submitted by the BHOA Board and Governing Documents Committee on the VF Law red-lines to the governing documents. VF Law will revise the draft Covenants and Bylaws to incorporate feedback from the BHOA Board and Governing Documents Committee. A letter will be sent to all BHOA members in early 2019 summarizing what’s been done, where we’re at and next steps.  

Fencing violation at 2434 Frontier Ln. has been resolved.

The negotiation to clean up a debris pile at 10500 Holden Cir. was completed.  The agreement between the resident and Environment Committee is to have the pile cleared by April 1, 2019. An agreement letter is being sent to the resident.
