Meeting was called to order by Pres. Jack Shuler at 7:05PM

            Greetings and introductions were made.

      
Quorum was obtained with 6 board members present. 

President Shuler gave Dave Thompson the floor for determination of the results of his variance request.  

The mail was opened with 20 variance responses returned.  Of the 20 returned 19 voted to grant Thompson's variance request with 1 nay voter.  Dave Thompson's request to build an outbuilding using 28 gauge steel mounted on structural steel spaced at 24”on center as side panels and 28 gauge steel mounted on structural steel spaced at 24” on center as roof panels was approved. Jack will send a letter to Dave documenting approval for his builder and county permits.

One resident made a recommendation on to the Board on his returned variance response to include steel buildings as a part of the revised covenant's language that is being work on.  The Board acknowledged  this recommendation.

Reports:
Secretary's report for February 2018 was approved.

Treasure's report for February 2018 was approved. 

Social Committee Report:  


Easter Egg Hunt will is scheduled for MARCH 31 at 1:00 in the open space.  The BHOA cost 
of the Easter Egg hunt has been around $150.  Due to its success, it was moved by Jack to keep 
the costs about the same as in the past and approved by the Board. 


The Spring Newsletter was presented and reviewed.  After a couple of additions are made, it 
will be mailed or electronically sent to the residents of Bannockburn. 

Welcome Committee Report:


Three new residents of Bannockburn were mailed welcome letters by Ashley.  One letter was 
returned.  Ashley will research their present physical address and resend the welcome letter.

Old Business:

The Board turned the meeting over to chair of the Governing Docs Committee, Kaye Wilcox. The Board spent the majority of the meeting reviewing and making recommendations to the Governing Docs Committee regarding the proposed wording for the 2018 Covenants and By Laws Amendments. The committee has done a lot of work preparing the proposed document and the Board recognizes their hard work and thanks them.  The committee will be doing more research on some sections to ascertain a quality and legal covenants for the residents of Bannockburn.  The Board will review the committees recommended Policies and Procedures updates at the April 11th BHOA meeting.  

The commercial semi-truck has not been visible to neighbors since a letter making them aware of the  Policy,  Article VI, item 19, “no commercial type vehicles, buses or trucks, excepting vehicles commonly know as pick-up trucks, shall be stored or parked on any lot.” was sent to the owner.  The HOA has accommodated the presence of the semi-truck as homeowner modified his barn/garage to park the rig inside when its home.  This accommodation may have to end if the rig returns to visibility and presents a nuisance to neighbors.

New Business:
Concern by a resident regarding the amount of construction debris and trash blowing throughout the neighborhood has been addressed.  Jack picked up a half of garbage container of construction debris, email pictures and requested the builder inform his contractors to contain the debris the construction is incurring.  The builder acknowledged the request and will work with his contractors.

The Board along with the Governing Docs Committee will review the Policies and Procedures recommended updates in the April Meeting.  Due to the amount of time required to thoroughly review the recommendations, it was moved by Jack and approved to move the meeting state time up by 30 minutes.  The April 11 meeting will begin at 6:30.
