Reports:

Secretary's Report was reviewed and tabled until later in the meeting.


Treasurer's Report was reviewed. A discussion occurred regarding non-dues payers. No action was taken.  Moved by Tammy to approve the Treasure’s reports. Motion carried.

Fall Newsletter was discussed and will be mailed September 20th, announcing that the Annual Bannockburn HOA Meeting will be on October 10th at 7:00, in addition to other Fall news. This is a date change due to a professional conflict of the Board President. Cynthia and Tammy volunteered to update the newsletter and prepare it for mailing. Tammy has agreed to take over the responsibilities of the Newsletter in the future and the Board decided that all newsletters will be electronic in the future except the Fall Newsletter because written notice it required announcing the HOA Annual Meeting.

Old Business:


Document Retention policy to be reviewed before posting all new policies.

Work on the Covenants continues.  The Board decided to appoint a Sub-Committee consisting of the Document Committee members and the HOA President. It was decided that the Sub-committee will meet with VF Law to clarify questions regarding the revised Covenants.  The new Covenants aligns with the most recent HOA Colorado Law and has specific items that relates to Bannockburn HOA. The Board discussed how the revised Covenants will be shared with the residents of Bannockburn, and what format will be used to help residents understand the changes prior to voting. 


Jack will check with VF Law on the status of the review of the By-Laws.


Jack will send out several letters to residents who responded positively to Covenant violation notices, acknowledging their positive response and thanking them for their compliance. Those receiving letters include: 10989 Duffy, 9844 Tanglewood, 10979 Holden Cir., 2355 Deerpath Rd., 1486 Deerpath Tr., 1721 Columbine Dr., 1527 Columbine Dr., and 10411 Holden Cir.  Unresolved violations will receive another notice asking for compliance.  Address include 10500 Holden Cir. regarding pile of debris, and 9710 Tanglewood regarding commercial dumpster.

New Business:



Environmental Committee received a request to replace and increase the size of a deck at 1805 Ward Cir. It was approved.

10418 Tanglewood requested to put in a new driveway.  Residents were given the name and phone number of the Douglas County Permit Department. HOA will need to see and approve the plan.

A resident requested to have the August minutes changed to accurately reflect the removal of a debris pile on the rear of his property.  After discussion, moved by Tammy, the Board approved the revision of the August Minutes.  Revised August minutes can be viewed on the Bannockburn website.
